Another Homelessness Myth

MYTH: Homeless people are single white men standingn
street corners with cardboard signs.

FACT: Homeless people are single men and women, féres,
children, workers—they span the demographics of our
country. In 2008, 39.8 million people were in poverty, upnr
37.3 million in 2007. As of 2007, families with &dfien
comprised 23% of the homeless, with proportionfiéign rural
areas. Families with children are averaging 6-12tm®in
shelters before any other housing is found. In Kdaginty, family
shelters can be counted on one hand. Two-thirtiseo$ingle
homeless are male of every race, and the singlelgimn
accounts for three-quarters of all homeless. Natipnnearly half
of all women and children experiencing homelesshass fled
from domestic violence, and this number has rensbooasistent
for more than a decade.

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Working to End Homelessness

On Monday, November 30, the Working to End Homelessness

group met with Arthur Sullivan and Klaas Nijhuis of ARCH (A

Regional Coalition for Housing). They shared with us the role of

ARCH which is to represent the cities in East King County in
dealing with issues related to housing including affordable housing. They
provide facilitation and technical assistance to organizations like ours who
are exploring possible land use to meet the needs of the community. They
expressed that part of their charter is to ensure that any new housing is
integrated into the existing community.

They provided a breakdown of the needs on the eastside of 56% families,
19% seniors, 13% homeless and 12% special needs (youth, disabled).
They provided background on how funding is obtained and projects
evaluated for moving forward. They left us with a copy of 2 publications,
“East King County Plan to End Homelessness” and “Housing 101 — East
King County”. We provided them a copy of Holy Cross’ housing plan that
was approved by the congregation in June 2009.

They agreed to work with Holy Cross to help us define what we as a
congregation would want to get out of our involvement (both “have to
haves” and “want to haves”) and what we would be able to put into such an
effort. The next step in the process is for ARCH to meet with the team to
begin refining our housing plan. In addition, ARCH will set up a meeting for
us with the Bellevue Planning Commission to begin to explore zoning and
community perspective.
