HARVEST SALAD

Red Onion, very thinly sliced
Sunflower Seeds
Raspberry Vinaite

CREOLE TOMATO SAUCE

The following recipe is a basic tomato saucd thalifficult
to make in small quantities. You ozake the whole
amount and freeze the remainder fbepuses, such
as on pasta dishes.

3 Ibs. ripe creole tomatoes
1/4 cup olive oil

3/4 cup french shallots, diced
6 medium cloves garlic, diced
1 tsp. thyme, fresh

Boil whole tomatoes for one minute, then remskias, cut
in half, remove seeds and dice — should have adBuén cups.
Heat olive oil in medium saucepan, add shallots@uak for
two minutes. Add garlic, thyme, oregano, basil anite
pepper. Sauté shallots until clear. Add diced tomsit bring
mixture to a boil, add red wine and sugar, redwea nd
simmer for 45 minutes to 1 hour, or until tomatbegin to
break up. Salt and pepper to taste and purée lienaéx of
food processor. Yields 5 cups.
