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   We’ve been talking about it, we been praying about it, we’ve been asking 
lots of questions about it, now what does it all mean?  In a word—
BALANCE!  It’s all about balance in the Christian life. 
 

   Beginning Saturday, September 26th we’ll engage the question of balance.  
We’ll start by looking at each aspect of Up, In and Out and how we grow in 
each of those areas.  Then we’ll examine how those areas are held in a con-
structive, life-giving balance. 
 

   Do you wonder if it’s Biblical?  YEP!  Up In and Out are all through the 
scriptures.  Here’s one example—Micah 6:6,8  With what shall I come             
before the Lord, and bow myself before God on high?...God has told you, O 
mortal, what is good; and what does the Lord require of you but to do justice, 
and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your God. 
 

   Do you see it?  Here, in one verse, the summation of what is expected              
of us as followers of Jesus.  It is a lifestyle of balance in our relationship:              
Up, In, and Out.  “Do justice”—Out 
   “Love kindness”—In 
   “Walk humbly with your God”—Up 
   This will be the foundational piece of our conversations and we’ll grow from 
there.

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ELCA YOUTH GATHERING— JESUS, JUSTICE AND JAZZ

   After over a year of planning and fundraising we were finally on our way 
to New Orleans, to the Youth gathering in 2009. We were all unaware of 
what was to come, with 37,000 youth and chaperones all heading to one city 
coming together to do works of God. After all the stories of the heat and the 
devastation of Katrina, we boarded the plane and waited eagerly to land. I 
was scared to even step out of the airport afraid of the heat and humidity but 
realized we were here to do something so much more important than to be in 
comfortable weather.  
   We drove to our hotel and even from the taxi we could see the mass              
number of people waiting outside the superdome where the opening                            
ceremonies were to start later that afternoon.  
   Once we were all settled we headed to the superdome. We walked in with 
thousands of others and climbed the many ramps and escalators until we got 
near the top. The dome was filled with color. A stage, and a huge cross raised 
high and lit with neon colors. And then, as if it wasn’t colorful enough, the 
music started playing and lights shone in more colors, and the band and 
bishop came to the stage. We were welcomed, and motivated by many 
speeches; we were sent off for the night excited for the week to come.  
   The next day we did our “servant day” in which we read to children in an 
elementary school reading program because we found that many of the kids 
are 3 levels behind in literacy. They were so excited to see us in our matching 
neon orange shirts and bright faces. We helped them read story books and 
even begin creating their own stories based off of a book we all read. We 
helped with learning stations, moving classrooms and lugging piles and piles 
of books up and down stairs. We didn’t stay long and we were sad to go but 
even those few hours impacted the whole school. Feeling accomplished we 
loaded on the bus and went to our hotel.  
   That night we experienced Bourbon Street and shopping in New Orleans, 
Louisiana. We were awed and amazed at the cultural difference and                                
excitement of this notorious city. Time for a well earned sleep.  
   The following day we experienced learning stations similar to those we 
have done in our own church. Through crafts and activities we learned  

 

 
 
 

and grew in our faith. The girls had lunch at Mothers trying red rice and 
beans, shrimp Creole, and Jambalaya. The food was spicy, and nothing like 
we ate at home but we loved it and the people there were wonderful!  
   While everything had gone so well, and was such an upbeat event, we 
decided to take a tour of the city, including some of the devastation left by 
Katrina. The houses had holes in the roofs, spray painted x’s on the walls 
and doors, and many were falling apart from the wind and water damage. It 
brought your heart to tears to see houses that were still falling apart, and to 
see blocks where a house once stood. It really makes you thankful for what 
you have because for these people it was gone in a flash, and many can no 
longer return home because of financial, and personal reasons. We drove 
solemnly away into the exciting French quarter, and raised cemeteries. We 
said goodbye to our guide and went on with our days with the images stuck 
in our mind probably forever.  
   Finally when it was our last night, we again walked to the superdome for 
worship and closing ceremonies. The mayor had sent us with a message   
that we 37,000 youth had brought hope to the superdome which was a place 
of hope and suffering as people came after losing home and family in the 
horrible acts of Katrina. We rejoiced in sadness knowing we had to leave 
the next morning.  
   Overall I believe each and every one of us, Ted, Marti, Jay, Jayme and 
Myself learned something new and experienced a once in a lifetime                    
opportunity.  
   I hope to go back in 2012 as a volunteer, and one day to rebuild a home. 
Thank you everyone for helping us go on this amazing experience, it’s                
definitely something I’ll remember forever.

RECIPE OF THE MONTH 

 

HEARTY APPLE CAKE  from Donna Barnier   
 

2 c. flour    3 eggs, slightly beaten  
1 ½ c. sugar   1 c. salad oil  
1 tsp. baking powder  1 Tbs. vanilla  
1 tsp. allspice    4 c. diced apples  
½ tsp. nutmeg   1 c. raisins  
½ tsp. salt   1 c. chopped nuts  

 

Thoroughly mix flour, sugar, soda, allspice, and salt with fork. Blend in 
eggs, salad oil, and vanilla. Fold in apples, raisins, and nuts. Dough will be 
somewhat stiff. Spread in pan. Bake at 350° for 50-60 minutes or until 
done. You may put whipped cream or ice cream on top or it is very good 
plain. Enjoy!
