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UPDATE ON IMMIGRATION REFORM 
Jan Starr 
 

   Wednesday, November 18, at 5PM, 22 adults and 3 children gathered in 
the Fellowship Hall for a “House Party for Immigration Reform: Families 
Freedom and Faith.” This was a day of action for Immigration reform with 
two hundred and seventy teleconference parties held across the United 
States. Holy Cross was on the National Website, one of 3 parties in the                   
Seattle area.  
   The first part of the evening, we listened to a teleconference by Congress-
man Luis Gutierrez from Illinois who presented his version of immigration 
reform. After the telephone call we wrote letters to our congress people and 
made telephone calls asking for reform. Following this action, we heard               
stories of how the current situation creates hardships for families. One of 
these stories was Celeste’s story. 
   Celeste asked us to imagine waking in the middle of the night to a loud 
knock on the door. She said that as she stood thinking about whether to open 
the door, she realized that if she did her husband would be dragged away in 
handcuffs as their little boy lay asleep in his bed. Celeste could not open the 
door. Celeste’s husband of 8 years, a former student here on a visa, had been 
trying to renew his visa since 9/11 when the back lash against immigrants 
began. Celeste and her husband are forced to live separately, in the shadows, 
fearful of his being arrested at any time. 
   I became aware of the immigration problem when I was in Iowa for a                
family visit. In the little town of Postville, 300 men and women were arrested 
one afternoon and taken away to a prison because they were suspected of 
fraudulent papers. The children were frightened and confused. I wondered 
how this could happen in America. 
   Our immigration system is broken. We have detention centers which im-
prison 28,000 people each day. Most people in detention have not committed 
crimes, but are people like you and I, trying to make a living for their family. 
They live in limbo, not knowing whether they will be allowed to be with 
their family or deported. Some have been imprisoned for 4 years.  
   Ten million undocumented people live in the US. They migrated here to 
join their families, to work or seek refuge from persecution, violence and  

 
 
 

other horrors. Our system does not provide a way for them to gain legal 
status. We are failing to meet the nation’s need for workers to fill skilled and 
unskilled jobs that support our economy. The Lutheran Immigration and 
Refugee Services (LIRS) is asking congress to reform immigration laws 
consistent with four principals: 
· Uphold Family Unity 
· Provide just process for documentation, citizenship and safe                  

immigration. 
· Respect Human Rights. Current immigration policy violates human 

rights and the U.S. constitution. 
Address root causes of migration and respect the integrity of the earth. 
   Our call is to love our neighbor as ourselves. “When an alien resides with 
you in your land, you shall not oppress the alien. The alien who resides with 
you shall be to you as the citizen among you.” Leviticus 19:33-34. Please let 
your voice for justice be heard so that we can change these outdated and 
unworkable laws, and pray for people who suffer.

   Mix 1 c. flour with ½ c. butter and 2 Tbs. water as for pie crust.  Divide 
dough in half.   
   On an ungreased cookie sheet press, using heel of hand, into two 3 inch 
wide strips the length of the sheet. 
  

   In a saucepan, bring to a boil 1 c. water and ½ c. butter.  Take off heat 
immediately.  Add 1 c. flour and stir until smooth.  Add 3 eggs, one at a 
time stirring well after each.  Add ½ tsp. salt and ½ tsp. almond                         
extract.  Spread on top of the first mixture.  Bake for 45 min. at 375°.   
  

When cool, frost with 1 Tbs. butter, 1 c. powdered sugar, ¼ tsp. almond 
extract, and enough cream to spread (about 3 Tbs. half & half).  This is 
enough for 1 strip—double for 2 strips.  This may be topped with sliced 
almonds if desired.
